Colorado Seal Templates Information
Included in this library are various formats for creating a digital architect's seal. Actual use and application will be dependent on end-user knowledge of the particular seal template format used.

Also included in this library is the TTF font used for the seal design:
Swiss 721 Lt BT
This font should be added through Windows Control Panel->Fonts before opening any of the file formats.

Listed below is information regarding the various formats:

Adobe Acrobat (PDF)
The PDF file contains fillable text boxes for the architect's name and license number. This text boxes are set for 12pt type, which may cause issues for certain names. It is recommend that the full version of Adobe Acrobat be used when using this format to adjust the font size of the architect's name and license number if necessary (some third party PDF software may allow editing text boxes).
This format also allows full data encryption of the seal to meet State of Colorado digital seal guidelines. Refer to product documentation for precise implementation.

CAD Formats

The seal template has been converted to AutoCAD versions 2000-2006 (DWG) and Microstation (DGN). Only the architect's name and license number are in editable text fields. The unit basis is set for the size of the seal (2 units) and may need to be readjusted based on the user real-world unit system to meet the State of Colorado size of 2 inches.
These formats can be encrypted to meet State of Colorado digital seal guidelines (check CAD version documentation) and X-REF/referenced in to CAD files.

Adobe Illustrator (AI)
The seal template has been converted to Adobe Illustrator versions 10-CS3. Only the architect's name and license number are in editable text fields.

CorelDRAW (CDR & CMX)
The seal template was created in CorelDRAW and format versions 10-14 (X4) are included. All text may be edited or adjusted accordingly, including changing of fonts for all text fields.

Adobe Photoshop (PSD)
An Adobe Photoshop CS3 version with editable text layers for the architect's name and license number is included. The PSD file should be backward compatible with various earlier version Adobe Photoshop.

JPG

A JPG file of the seal template without the architect's name and license number is included for reference, enhanced manipulation, or creation of separate PDF files.
