A properly installed and mainidined system should be free of ground faults. The occurrence of one or more ground
faults should be required to cause a “trouble” signal lbecause it indicates a condition that could contribute to future
malfunction of the system. Ground fault protection has been widely available on these systems for years and its cost is
negligible. Requiring it on all systems will promote better installations, maintenance and reliability.
